Protective Coatings
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The main preventative measures for corrosion impacts are to minimise dissimilar metals and apply protective coatings such as Epoxy systems as necessary. However not all protective coatings are suitable for immersed conditions and poor surface preparation prior to coatings being applied is one of the main issues encountered when failures are identified.

Pay for the best quality first up. This can save headaches long term and the need to take the tank offline again for patches and re-coats as defects occur.

Many tanks are re-coated without fixing hatch and platform areas at the same time. Simplify internal fixtures and modify pipework to achieve better water quality performance.
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
